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Alexander Marion is the Vice President Nuclear Operations in the Nuclear Generation Division of the Nuclear Energy Institute (NEI).  Mr. Marion is responsible for leadership and oversight on generic engineering and plant operational issues involving the functional areas of health physics and low-level radioactive waste, used fuel management, and engineering and operations support. Prior to the formation of NEI, Mr. Marion was with Nuclear Utility Management and Resources Council (NUMARC) for from 1988 to 1994 as Manager in the Technical Division.  Before joining NUMARC, Mr. Marion spent fifteen years at Baltimore Gas and Electric Company where he held various positions in the electric engineering department including activities in industry codes and standards, plant electrical design, and licensing and safety issues.

Mr. Marion graduated from John Hopkins University with a B.S. degree in Electrical Engineering and he has a M.S. degree in Information Management from George Washington University.

Mr. Marion has been involved in many industry committees and groups.
