Dr. Meinen has worked at NOAA/AOML since October 2004 and is
involved in a variety of research projects designed to understand the
workings of the Atlantic Ocean. His research projects include a study
of Deep Western Boundary Current variability and the associated impact
on climate with measurements from east of Abaco Island in the Bahamas,
an examination of variations in the Florida Current transport using a
retired undersea cable between Florida and Grand Bahama Island, a
comparison of the Subantarctic Front from data and from a high
resolution numerical model to evaluate the strengths and weaknesses of
the model, and a reanalysis of Gulf Stream data obtained in 1988-1990
using more advanced analysis techniques in order to get an improved
picture of the Gulf Stream structure and dynamics.

Dr. Meinen has a Ph.D. in oceanography (physical option) from the
Graduate School of Oceanography, University of Rhode Island and has
worked as a postdoctoral researcher at the Joint Institute for the
Study of the Atmosphere and Ocean, University of Washington and at the
University of Hawaii at Manoa.  In the summer of 2002 he moved to
Miami to take up a position at the Cooperative Institute for Marine
and Atmospheric Studies at the University of Miami before assuming his
current position at NOAA in October 2004.
